1898. In 1898, at the leqtest of His Grace the Most Reverend Acl6lard Langevin, .{rch-
bishorr of St Boniface, a house of the Institute was established in tlre Province of Manitoba;

:.emain lnclei the general adrninistration of the Order, always stbject, however, to the imme-
r l i a t e  . i u l i s t l i c l i on  o f  t he  O l t l i na t y .
